o (BS) How often is real-time monitoring data compared to predicted data? (KB) The requirement under our operating conditions is an annual comparison.

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e (BS) What is the process for an exceedance? (CP) If the initial measure is classed as an exceedance; a retest is required within 75 minutes to determine a non-compliance. A non-
compliance is reported to the Department.

e (BS) If the A-weighted result is exceeding the limit, is the requirement for a C-weighted measurement then taken? (CP) Both A and C weighted measurements are taken during
noise monitoring at each site for audible or measured mine noise and regardless of an exceedance. The comparison of C-weighted and A- weighted levels is to determine if
modifying factors should be applied in accordance with the NPfl. In the Attended Noise Monitoring Report there is a confirmation that this assessment was carried out and if
modifying actors were applied to a monitoring site noise level (i.e., LAeq, 15 minute).)
