e BH: Mogo Road is in a bad state — request to Cr Katie Dicker for council to repair

e BS: What is the aim of the camera on the Goulburn River at Ringwood Road Crossing? KB: To understand the impacts of the emergency water discharges from the mines and
ongoing discharge during normal operations on the road crossing infrastructure. It has been identified that during both emergency and routine water discharges, rainfall had the
greatest impact on the river level. The base flow in Wilpinjong Creek has held since the rain ended because of water discharge.

e BS: Are WCPL progressing the RO Plant discharge limit increase with the EPA? KB: Yes, we are.

e BS:Toincrease from 5ML/day to 15ML/day, does this mean 3x the plant size? KB: That is correct.

e BS: Are the photos from the Goulburn River camera useful as evidence in EPA’s decision to approve RO Plant discharge limit? KB: No, they are not, however - photos were taken
during emergency discharge showing that the road crossing remained open even during maximum emergency water discharge from Moolarben and Wilpinjong and normal
discharge from Ulan

e BH: The mines contributed to changing the flow level of Wilpinjong Creek. IF: The base flow has increased during site water discharge events, however the peak flow has
decreased due to the mines capturing water which would otherwise run straight into Wilpinjong Creek.
