Notice to Landholders

Within a period of three months from the date of grant/renewal of this mining lease, the
lease holder must serve on each landholder a notice in writing indicating that this mining
lease has been granted/renewed and whether the lease includes the surface. A plan
identifying each landholder and individual land parcel subject to the lease area, and a
description of the lease area must accompany the notice.

If there are ten or more landholders, the lease holder may serve the notice by publication in
a newspaper circulating in the region where the lease area is situated. The notice must
indicate that this mining lease has been granted/renewed; state whether the lease includes
the surface and must contain a plan and description of the lease area. If a notice is made

under condition 1(b), compliance with condition 1(a) is not required.

Rehabilitation
Any disturbance resulting from the activities carried out under this mining lease must be

rehabilitated to the satisfaction of the Minister.

Mining Operations Plan and Annual Rehabilitation Report
The lease holder must comply with an approved Mining Operations Plan (MOP) in carrying
out any significant surface disturbing activities, including mining operations, ancillary mining
activities and prospecting. The lease holder must apply to the Minister for approval of a
MOP. An approved MOP must be in place prior to commencing any significant surface
disturbing activities, including mining operations, ancillary mining activities and prospecting.
The MOP must identify the post mining land use and set out a detailed rehabilitation
strategy which:
@ identifies areas that will be disturbed;
(i) details the staging of specific mining operations, ancillary mining activities and
prospecting;
(iii) identifies how the mine will be managed and rehabilitated to achieve the post mining
land use;
(iv) identifies how mining operations, ancillary mining activities and prospecting will be
carried out in order to prevent and or minimise harm to the environment; and
(v) reflects the conditions of approval under:

Extraction Plan

The lease holder must not undertake any underground mining operations that may cause

subsidence except in accordance with an approved Extraction Plan.

The lease holder must ensure that the approved Extraction Plan provides for the effective
management of risks associated with any subsidence resulting from mining operations

carried out under this lease.
The lease holder must notify the Secretary within 48 hours of any:

() incident caused by subsidence which has a potential to expose any person to health

and safety risks;

(i)  significant deviation from the predicted nature, magnitude, distribution, timing and
duration of subsidence effects, and of the potential impacts and consequences of

those deviations on built features and the health and safety of any person; or

out in the approved Extraction Plan addressing:

A. built features;
B. public safety; or
C. subsidence monitoring.

Resource Recovery
The lease holder must optimise recovery of the minerals that are the subject of this mining

lease to the extent economically feasible.

Group Security
The lease holder is required to provide and maintain a security deposit to secure funding for
the fulfilment of obligations of all or any kind under the mining lease, including obligations of

all or any kind under the mining lease that may arise in the future.

The amount of the security deposit to be provided as a group security has been assessed
by the Minister at $51,165,000.

The leases covered by the group security include:
Mining Lease 1573 (Act 1992), Mining Lease 1779 (Act 1992)

This group security is extended to apply to this lease.

Cooperation Agreement
The lease holder must make every reasonable attempt, and be able to demonstrate its

Reports must be prepared in accordance with Exploration Reporting: A guide for reporting on

exploration and prospecting in New South Wales.
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
